Statement under section 160

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The Board of Directors has recommended to the members of the Company to declare final dividend by way of issue of
fully paid bonus shares @ 15% for the year ended 31 December 2003 and thereby capitalize a sum of Rs. 16,362,270
which has been transferred to ‘reserve for issue of bonus shares.’ Subject to approval of the Board of Directors’
recommendation as above, the resolution as under will be considered to be passed by the members as an ordinary
resolution.

“RESOLVED THAT:

i)    a sum of Rs. 16,362,270 out of the ‘reserve for issue of bonus shares’ be capitalized and applied in making payment
in full of 1,636,227 ordinary shares of Rs. 10/- each and that the said shares be allotted as fully paid up bonus shares
to those members of the Company whose names appear in the register of members on 19 April 2004 @ 15% i.e. in the
proportion of three shares for every twenty existing shares held by the members and that such new shares shall rank pari
passu in all respects with the existing ordinary shares of the Company;

ii)   in the event of any member holding less than 20 shares or a number of shares which is not an exact multiple of 20,
the fractional entitlements of shares of such members shall be consolidated into whole new shares and the Directors of
the Company be and are hereby authorized to arrange sale of the shares constituted thereby in such manner as they may
think fit and pay the proceeds of the sale to such of the members according to their entitlement;

respectively, compared to last year. Whereas Company’s
premium income recorded a substantial increase, the bottom
line i.e. profit after tax at Rs.22mln declined by 42%
compared to last year which is primarily due to motor
business. Otherwise ‘Alhamd-o-lillah’ all other business
segments were significantly profitable. Compared to last
year, the underwriting profits of Fire business were higher
by 133% Marine by 39% and Miscellaneous by 106%.
However, the underwriting loss of Rs.27mln in motor
business has adversely affected the profitability of the
Company. Although the claim ratio in motor business is
inherently higher, it is the incidents of theft and snatching
which are mainly responsible for the serious negative
impact on motor profitability. Unfortunately the insurance
industry has been unable to increase motor premium rates
in line with rising risks and claims. But there is also a
positive side to it - the robust cash flow from motor
business helps the insurance companies to generate
substantial investment income which compensate motor
losses.

You will be pleased to know that for the year 2004 your
Company has planned an aggressive marketing strategy
which is to concentrate mostly on Fire, Marine and
Miscellaneous businesses and avoid those motor businesses
which are considered risky. Beside, some stringent measures
have also been taken to minimize motor claims and to
improve motor business profitability. Premium rates and
other terms have being revised upward. Whereas antitheft
devices are being fitted on all vehicles to prevent theft, it
is now mandatory that those high value vehicles which
are susceptible to theft must be fitted with trakker units
for which, as an incentive to the insured, discounts are
being offered in premium rates. It may also be mentioned
here that about 90% of the vehicles stolen are brand new
therefore incident of theft of our old models i.e. 2003
and prior years will substantially reduce in future and this
should have a positive impact on the profitability of the
Company in the year 2004 and onwards.

Directors’ Report
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It gives me great pleasure to present, on behalf of the
Board, Annual Report of the Company together with the
Audited Accounts for the year ended December 31 , 2003.

General Review

We are most grateful to “Almighty Allah” for the steady
and sustainable growth your Company is making. In the
year 2003 your Company has achieved a growth of  79%
in Gross Premium over last year’s growth of  88%. Infact
over the last four years period Company’s Gross Premium
income achieved a cumulative growth of 550%. For this
enormous growth we offer our sincere thanks and gratitude
to all our valued clients because without their support we
could not have achieved it. This steady progress in the
business reflects confidence and trust reposed in the
Company by our valued policy holders. It is also a proof
of dedication and commitment by the management in
achieving the Company’s cherished goals.

“Alhamd-o-lillah”, in a short span of time Century
Insurance has come to be known as one of the premium
general insurance Companies of the Country. The client
base of the Company is steadily expanding with prestigious
names in local and multinational corporations including
local and foreign banks. The Company’s financial strength
backed by solid treaty arrangements and high capacities
enable it to underwrite larger risk and accept substantial
facultative business from other insurance companies.

Moving on to the path of progress, Company is determined
to increase its branch network so as to penetrate the local
markets and seek new business opportunities, thereby
maximizing the market share and profitability, as well as
facilitate our valued clients in this respective locations. To
achieve its goals and maintain growth momentum the
Company is continuously strengthening its infrastructure.

Operating Results

In the year 2003 the Gross Premium at Rs.372 mln and
net premium of Rs.213 mln were higher by 79% and 109%
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The increase in Management Expenses directly relates to
the strengthening of infrastructure of the Company, to
meet challenges of the high growth, as well as increases
in salaries and benefits to employees. The income from
the investment activities at Rs.26mln recorded an increase
of 24% over last year. This is mainly due to substantial
generation of the cash flows from motor business and
current boom in the stock market. The growth in the
business also had positive impact on the Balance Sheet of
the company which has significantly increased by 44%
over last year i.e. from Rs.287mln to Rs.412mln. This
will have a positive effect from marketing point of view,
with the clients, banks, foreign reinsurance companies and
above all with credit rating agencies.

“Alhamd-o-lillah” all classes of businesses, except motor,
maintained significant profitability. Segment wise
performance of each class is given below:

Fire Business

The Gross Premium at Rs 54mln and Net Premium at Rs.
22 mln both recorded a growth of 8 % and 13% respectively.
However the net claims at Rs 4mln were lower by 33 %
compared to last year as a result underwriting profit of
Rs.17 mln were higher by 133% over preceding year.

Marine Business

Gross premium and Net Premium during the year were
Rs.26 mln and Rs.24 mln compared to Rs.23 mln and
Rs.17 mln respectively last year. Although the net claims
at Rs. 3.9 mln were higher compared to previous year, the
underwriting profit went up from Rs. 12.5 mln to Rs.17mln
- an increase of 38%.

Motor Business

The Gross Premium at Rs.265 mln and Net Premium of
Rs.156 mln were both higher by 157% and 177% respectively.

Despite this robust increase in the premium income there
was a loss of Rs.27 mln due to unprecedented increase in
the claim ratio which was mainly due to theft and snatching
which apparently has assumed the proportion of a business.
The theft and snatching accounts for 50 % of the motor
losses. We have taken certain measures, as explained  earlier
to minimize these losses. As a result motor business is
expected to have positive impact on profitability of the
Company in future.

Miscellaneous Business

The Gross and Net premium during the year were Rs.27
mln and Rs.13 mln respectively as against Rs.27 mln and
Rs 10 mln respectively during the last year. The Company
achieved an underwriting profit of Rs. 8mln as against Rs.4
mln last year – an increase of 106% compared to last year.

Investment Activities

Due to limited scope of investments available to insurance
industry and lower returns on investments owing to high
liquidity prevelant, your Company has been investing mostly
in the equities to capitalize on the boom in the stock market.
As a prudent policy, investments were made in high credit
rated debt instruments (TFC) and shares of blue chip
companies to build up our investment portfolio.
Average yield on the investment was 10.13% during the
year which shows that the Company’s funds have been well
managed in the prevailing depressed investment
environments.

Reinsurance Treaties

It is a matter of great satisfaction that, as last year, your
Company’s reinsurance treaties with the world renowned
Reinsurers, have been renewed for the year 2004 without
any difficulty. This shows Reinsurers level of confidence in
the sound underwriting policies of your Company. Century’s

The financial statements of the company were duly
endorsed by CEO and CFO before approval of the board.

The directors, CEO and executives do not hold any
interest in the shares of the company other than that
disclosed in the pattern of shareholding.
